Exodus has just launched their Walking & Trekking brochure 2011 - 2012, offering more than 150 of the world’s finest walks and treks, from trekking the Central Atlas and Bougamez Valley in Morocco to the summits of the Chamonix area and the high passes of Kangra. It is time to pull on your boots and start exploring.

Highlights of the Walking & Trekking 2011 -2012 brochure include 14 new and improved itineraries as well as an itinerary in Reunion – a county new to Exodus in 2011. Plus, in response to increasing demand, the brochure features new trips in the Alps around Chamonix, as well as two new wildlife specialist trekking trips in the US – ‘Yellowstone Wildlife Trek’ and ‘Wilderness and Wildlife of Alaska’. And if you are not yet sure whether trekking is for you, you are in luck; the new brochure now features extended information especially for new-to-Exodus trekkers.

Here is a selection of Exodus’ walking and trekking itineraries – new and old:

Walk through the beautiful hills and tea plantations of South India on Exodus’ ‘Spice Trails of Kerala’ trip for 16 days from £1,749, departing 15th and 29th January, 19th February and 12th March 2011.
Exodus takes travellers through India’s tropical south – a region that offers an astonishing diversity of scenery, culture and people. Highlights of the trip include a backwater cruise, a visit to the old Raj town of Munnar, sitting below the towering rock face of Anamudi (2695m) - Kerala's highest peak - and five days of trekking traversing the Western Ghats to reach the stunning Sri Meenakshi Temple at Madurai.  Surrounded by hills carpeted with tea plantations, grassland and verdant forest, this is a walker's delight. 

For quiet trails, clear air and magnificent views of the stunning High Atlas, choose Exodus’ ‘Mt Toubkal Winter Climb’ from just £769, departing 16th and 23rd January 2011. Associate Morocco with sunshine and spice souks? With Exodus, travellers can experience another side to Morocco. During winter months, Mt Toubkal and the surrounding peaks of the High Atlas turn into a winter walkers' paradise - it is the perfect time to visit. The mountains are virtually deserted, apart from the local Berbers, the air is clear, and the views are spectacular. Starting from the vibrant Marrakech, Exodus take travellers right into the heart of the High Atlas to climb North Africa's highest peak (4167m). Crampons and ice axes may be required on some of the days, but this trip is designed to be non-technical and achievable by those who are enthusiastic and fit, even if they are new to winter walking.
A once-in-a-lifetime, great adventure from just £1,549 including flights – trek up Africa’s highest mountain on the quiet and less demanding Rongai Route on Exodus’ ‘Kilimanjaro Climb – Rongai Route’ trip. 10 days departing about six times per month, starting with 10th, 17th and 18th June 2011.
The Rongai Route approaches Kilimanjaro from the north and retains a sense of rugged, untouched wilderness lost on the crowded Marangu and Machame trails. 
This is for the wannabe machos who actually like the easy ride. The Rongai Route is one of the easiest of all the routes with a relatively gentle gradient and short daily stages as it winds its way from the starting point just south of the Kenya-Tanzania border.
NEW ‘Yellowstone Wildlife Trek’ is an exploration of three national parks, glaciers, geysers, wolves and bears for 15 days from £2,299 including flights. Next departure dates are 25th June and 9th July 2011. 

If you are looking for awe-inspiring scenery and an abundance of wildlife, this brand new trek from Exodus means you can stop your search. The Rocky Mountains span from northern Canada to New Mexico in the USA and in the middle of this range, are three celebrated national parks harbouring its most varied scenery and wildlife: the spires and azure lakes of Grand Teton, the towering sentinel peaks and broad valleys of Glacier, and of course the vigorous geology and wildlife of Yellowstone. Bison, bears, wolves, coyote and eagles roam amongst the forests, plains and peaks. With Exodus, travellers have the benefit of being escorted by experts and specialist local guides so in Yellowstone, expect to track with a wolf guide and hike amongst geysers with a geology guide.

NEW ‘Trekking in Reunion’ most spectacular trekking in Africa with views of the India Ocean views, active volcanic peaks, endemic flora and sleepy villages. Explore for 13 days from just £2,169 including flights departing 21 April, 2 June and 7 July 2011.

800 kilometres east of Madagascar, the volcanic island of Reunion is perhaps one of the most spectacular trekking destinations in Africa. In a new itinerary that is sure to inspire every traveller, Exodus offer a variety of different walks, trekking through forest, farmland, across high mountain passes and volcanic peaks - including Piton des Neiges (3070m) and the active Piton de la Fournaise (2632m). These walks range from leisurely to more challenging but with views of stunning, jagged, volcanic peaks, rising some 3000m out of the Indian Ocean, and comfortable mountain gites along the way, every step is worth it.
